The Board of Directors at the meeting held on January 20, 2012 have given 'in-principie’ approval to a Scheme of Arrangement
and Restructuring /s 391-394 read with Sections 100-104 of the Companies Act, 1956, between Firefly e-Ventures Limited
(Firefly), a Subsidiary Company and the Company (the Scheme), subject to requisite approval(s) and sanction by the Hon'ble
Delhi High Court. The Scheme, inter-alfa, provides for demerger of Job Portal business of Firefly and transfer and vesting thereof
inta the Company. The Scheme is proposed to be effective from April 01, 2012.

In the past, a similiar scheme was approved by the requisite majority of shareholders and creditors of both the companies, and
the tax credit related to carried forward tax loss of job portal underiaking was considered in the results of the company for the
quarter ended December 31, 2010. The said scheme was withdrawn, with the leave of the Hon'ble Delhi High Court, owing to
certain business consideration. The tax credit as mentioned above was reversed in the quarter ended March 31, 2011.
