l As per Section 10(38) of the Act, any long-term capital gains arising from the sale of units of an equity-oriented fund where such transaction of sale is chargeable to STT, shall

be exempt from tax.
l As per the provisions of section 54EC of the Act and subject to the conditions specified therein, capital gains (subject to the exemption of long-term capital gains provided for

in section 10(38) of the Act, discussed elsewhere in this Statement), arising on transfer of a long- term capital asset shall not be chargeable to tax to the extent such capital gains
are invested in certain notified bonds within six months from the date of transfer.

l As per the provisions of section 54ED of the Act and subject to the conditions specified therein, capital gains (subject to the exemption of long-term capital gains provided for
in section 10(38) of the Act, discussed elsewhere in this Statement), arising from transfer of long term assets, being listed securities or units shall not be chargeable to tax to the
extent such gains are invested in acquiring equity shares forming part of an "eligible issue of share capital" within six months from the date of transfer of the long-term assets.
Eligible issue of share capital has been defined as an issue of equity shares which satisfies the following conditions:
l the issue is made by a public company formed and registered in India; and
l the shares forming part of the issue are offered for subscription to the public.

l As per the provisions of Section 54F of the Act and subject to the conditions specified therein, in the case of an individual or a HUF, capital gains (subject to the exemption of
long-term capital gains provided for in section 10(38) of the Act, discussed elsewhere in this Statement) arising on transfer of a long term capital asset (not being a residential
house) are not chargeable to tax if the entire net consideration received on such transfer is invested within the prescribed period in a residential house. If part of such net consideration
is invested within the prescribed period in a residential house, then such gains would not be chargeable to tax on a proportionate basis. For this purpose, net consideration means
full value of the consideration received or accruing as a result of the transfer of the capital asset as reduced by any expenditure incurred wholly and exclusively in connection with
such transfer.

l Rebate under section 88
Subject to the provisions and prescribed limits under section 88 of the Act, an individual / HUF can invest up to Rs. 10,000 in a financial year in an Equity Linked Savings Scheme
and qualify for tax rebate under section 88(2)(xiiib) of the Act as under:-
Gross Total Income Tax Rebate
Upto Rs. 1.5 lakhs 20%
Greater than Rs. 1.5 lakhs and up to Rs. 5 lakhs 15%
Above Rs. 5 lakhs NIL
The Finance Bill proposes that no rebate shall be allowed under section 88 of the Act, for investments made from the financial year commencing on and from April 01, 2005.
l Deduction under proposed section 80C
As per the Finance Bill, Section 80C is proposed to be inserted from the financial year commencing on and from April 01, 2005. As per the proposed section, subject to the provisions,
an individual/HUF is entitled to a deduction from Gross Total Income upto Rs. 1.00 lac (along with other prescribed investments) for amounts invested out of income chargeable to
tax in any units of a mutual fund notified under Section 10(23D) of the Act, under any plan formulated in accordance with such scheme as the Central Government may notify.
l Rebate under section 88E
Section 88E provides that where the total income of a person includes income chargeable under the head “Profits and gains of business or profession” arising from sale of units
of equity oriented funds, he shall get rebate equal to the securities transaction tax paid by him in the course of his business. Such rebate is to be allowed from the amount of income
tax in respect of such transactions calculated by applying average rate of income tax.
l Securities Transaction Tax
All Unit holders
As per Chapter VII of the Finance (No. 2) Act, 2004 pertaining to STT, the STT shall be payable by the seller at the rate of 0.15 per cent on the sale of a unit of an equity-oriented
fund to the mutual fund. The Finance Bill proposes to increase the rate from 0.15% to 0.2% with effect from 01-06-2005.
OTHER BENEFITS
Investments in Units of the Mutual Fund will rank as an eligible form of investment under Section 11(5) of the Act read with Rule 17C of the Income-tax Rules, 1962, for Religious
and Charitable Trusts.
TAX TREATY BENEFITS
An investor has an option to be governed by the provisions of the Act or the provisions of a Tax Treaty that India has entered into with another country of which the investor is a
tax resident, whichever is more beneficial.
ii Wealth-tax
